•	 The Alberta Teachers’ Association may have 
additional feedback that you may be asked to 
incorporate.

•	 Please keep in mind that publication timelines 
take approximately four months from begin-
ning to end.

•	 Please ensure that your content is tailored for 
the journal’s audience of educators and educa-
tion scholars in Alberta.

•	 Except creative writing and book and materi-
als reviews, all submissions require an abstract 
(please limit it to five sentences).

•	 Include a contributor biography after the title 
of your article and before the abstract.

•	 Please communicate with the Editor about 
any questions you may have.

•	 A caption and photo credit should accompany 
each photograph. 

•	 The contributor is responsible for obtaining 
releases for the use of photographs and writ-
ten parental permission for works by students 
under 18 years of age.

•	 The Copyright Transfer Agreement should be 
completed and attached to the manuscript.
